In some places the groundwater
has been used up entirely such as
the Sidi Ifni region of Morocco.
What they do have is an
abundance supply of fog. With fog
harvesters installed around 6,300
liters of water can be harvested
daily.

Desalination Plants  
Desalination is the process of
getting salt out of saltwater so
that it’s drinkable and usable on
land. 
1. Boil the water, then catch the
steam, leaving behind the salt. 
2. Or blast the water through
filters that catch the salt but let
the liquid through.
